“Treasure in the ground, wealth in the
water.”  Riches that once were alias of Thailand
are fading when the country’s social and cultural
structures have changed.  The opening up to
consumerism culture unthinkingly has worsened
the reaction between man and nature.  Man has
multiplied his demand for natural resources while
nature cannot yield and grow in accordance with
infinite demand.  The degeneration conditions
and management problems as well as conflicts
from struggling for natural resources have been
continuing.  Forest resources, in particular, are
encountered with destruction from wasteful
consumption.  Solution directions for this problem
cannot depend on laws alone as this seems to be
the end result solution.  Looking at the cause,
we’ll see that degrading forest or resource
problems partly result from man.  And it’s man who
uses up these natural resources.  Therefore, if
man wants to preserve and restore natural
resources, it must start with conscience and
power from communities.

Community Forest...an alternative for
sustainable development

The lessening of forest areas has been in
existence for a long time.  It is the problem at
the social structure level that has impact on
economic, social, political and national security
systems, both directly and indirectly.  According to
the statistics of the Royal Forest Department in
1961, Thailand’s forest areas totaled 171 million
rai or 53.3% of the country’s total areas.  Within
the next 3 decades, overall forest areas of the
country came down to 81 million rai or 25.28% of
total areas.  It is startling to learn that from 1964
to 1998 Thailand’s forest areas were lost by
2.43 million rai each year.

“Man and forest have lived together for
a long time but later man lived with forest without
knowing its value.  People wastefully used forest
and forest areas have reduced, which has become
more severe.  In 1997, my house by the river was
swept away.  No one can be blamed.  We must
realize that the event resulted from destroyed
forest and partly it’s due to us.”

Uncle Phromma Suwansi, Chairman
of Tambon Administration Organization and
Consultant to Mae Wong-Mae Poen Community
Forest Network of Nakhon Sawan Province talked
about the beginning in gathering to restore the
forest once villagers could rely on in earning their
living but they later ignored it, resulting in dry and
degrading conditions.

Initially, 11 community forests were
established with independent implementation.
Villagers took care of their own forest areas.  After
a while, they found that this method could not
solve poaching problem and prevent outsiders to
use forest areas, as they were not strong enough
to hinder and resist those trespassers.

“My house is near Mae Wong forest.  The
problem is our people also invaded forest and our
forest disappeared very quickly.  During the past
4-5 years, the remaining forest areas close to
Mae Wong National Park were 27,000 rai, which
is the last area.  In 1994-1995, the public sector
had a policy in keeping our people away from
reserve forest.  And they would have no land to
earn their living.  I think that if we can live together
with forests amicably, what should we do to live in
sustenance in dependence.  Mutual issues rose
in many villages.  The first stage was held among
13 villages from Mae Poen area to Mae Lay area
along bordering seams of forest.”

Every word of Uncle Phromma demon-
strates the strength of community in their aware-
ness to take care of and protect forest, which is
the capital of life and culture they can keep
for future generations.  From community forest
preservation group, this has expanded to be
strong Mae Wong-Mae Poen Community
Forest Network, with 27,000-rai of forest under
their supervision.

The conservation of Mae Wong-Mae Poen
forest is the forest restoration activity along with
the learning process of local people in saving
money together with forest.  In other words, the
community established a saving group to
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mobilize fund from villagers and do activities for
earning e.g. gas station, community rice mill, etc.
10% of profits and interest from working capital
will be allocated as expense in taking care for
community forest.  For example, the setup of
volunteer ranchers to protect forest, the making
of fire prevention lines, planting of trees and
herbs in forest and agricultural forest.

Community Forest...new conscience of
community

The major idea of community forest is
the mutual and dependent living of man and
forest.  It’s forest management by people who
issue directives and criteria in utilizing forest for
the benefits of community people.  Therefore,
activities of community forest of Mae Wong-Mae
Poen villagers and those in several areas are not
just reforesting and preventing the poaching.
They include the conservation of the country’s
watershed forest.  Villagers can remain in the
areas by not destroying nature.  They also
participate in maintaining and restoring nature.
Sometimes, the activities of community forest can
be implemented parallel with other community
strengthening activities.  What Mae Wong-Mae
Poen Community Forest Network has been doing
is the establishment of Mae Wong-Mae Poen
youth network in cooperation with the Office of
the Narcotics Control Board (NCB), aiming to
simultaneously provide knowledge about drugs
and to conserve forest.  In the future, these youths
will be major force in protecting community forest.

Today Mae Wong-Mae Poen Community
Forest Network is still actively working on the
conservation and restoration of forest resources
by coordinating and cooperating with related
local organizations and public sector agencies to
expand network in restoring community forest to
nearby communities.  However, whether forest
restoration back to its richness will be successful
and smoothly implemented depends on the public
sector in facilitating and formulating national policy
in harmony with directions of community forest
activities of local people.  The government is
pushing “The Draft of Community Forest Act”
to accommodate community rights in participating
in taking care of resources in a sustainable
manner, which is under the consideration for
mutual motion of members of parliament and
senators.

The draft of this Act still poses different
opinions between the private sector and commu-
nity network in the rights in participative care,
protection, and sustainable utilization of resources.
We can only hope that all parties will integrate
the cooperation so that “forest” will be restored
to be a wealthy large home for the dependence of
Thais for a long time.
