This Phu Thai teacher had a chance to present Phrae Wa cloth to Her Majesty the Queen and was appointed by Bureau of the Royal
Household to teach cloth weaving at Kut Na Kham Support Center in Sakon Nakhon province.  She was later honored to be a leader of Phrae Wa
cloth weaving women group of Kham Mueang district in weaving the world’s longest Phrae Wa cloth to present to His Majesty the King in
“Kanchanaphisek Phrae Wa cloth weaving” in commemoration of His Majesty’s 50th Ascension to the Throne.  She was granted such
an honor because of her excellent handicraft skill and perfect artistic creativity.  She also transfers this masterpiece heritage to later
generations, just like she is praised to be “diamond of the first water in Thai Phrae cloth.”

MR. JUEA BUNCHAISURIYA

THAI WISDOM TEACHER, THAI MEDICAL SCIENCE

Mr. Juea, a resident of Khok Pho district, Pattani province, has studied Thai medical science so subtle that he can fluently read
ancient treatise and researched several important medicines.  In addition, he plants rare herbal plants for social benefits, thereby being
offered honorable plaque from the Ministry of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives.  He has numerous outstanding works, e.g. medicinal
prescriptions, treatise and job and profession teaching manual.  However, the most obvious one is the skin nourishing herbal cream tested
by foreigners, of which formula was offered for ten millions of baht.  The offer was solemnly denied by him because he is determined
to dedicating himself to conserving ancient herbal plants and medicinal prescriptions for the benefits of Thais.

MR. SOMSONG SAENGTAWAN
THAI WISDOM TEACHER, AGRICULTURE

Mr. Somsong was born and grew up in an orchard family in Samut Songkhram province.  He has been thus related with rich orchard.
However, as time goes by, he found that Khao Yai pomelo once with juicy taste became dry and bitter and was no longer planted. Mr. Somsong
therefore researched a way to revive nearly extinct native pomelo to its reputation again.  He was successful by applying olden-times
wisdom; that is to scatter sea salt and saltfield dust at the foot of pomelo tree.  Pomelo then tastes as sweet as the market wants again.  He also
experimented by using insects to control insects in the orchard.  His orchard is thus 100% chemical free.  He has conserved pomelo species to
be sweet, delicious, clean and safe as before, which not only allows later generations to taste it but also preserves Thailand’s flora diversity.

PHRA KHRU MANUS-NATHEE-PITHAK
THAI WISDOM TEACHER, NATURAL RESOURCE AND ENVIRONMENT MANAGEMENT

The abbot of Wat Pho Tha Ram in Phayao province is the well-rounded, who understands both worldly and moral problems.  When
villagers were in trouble due to dry spell, he used intelligent policy to arouse the conscience and create understanding for community to
mutually preserve forests.  He applied Buddhism beliefs with the northern local wisdom through the rituals of forest ordination and river fate
continuation.  Forest ordination, in particular, is the world’s innovation, resulting from the idea of Phra Khru and cooperation of villagers.  It has
thus become a model in natural resource and environment management and an evidence of the ability of this religion leader in integrating
dharma teaching with nature in a subtle manner.
