“All children with disability who want to receive
an education must get it.”

Since the effectiveness of the new National
Education Act in 1999 the above-mentioned statement
is common in many schools. It drives home a mes-
sage that an education is open freely to all onwards.

The 1999 National Education Act is considered
the gateway to the more substantially educational
revolution in Thailand. Its main essence involves the
immense modifications concerning about educational
philosophies, procedures, learning-and-teaching
categories, along with the expansion of educational
opportunity to all groups of learners.

Although the law is open for the handicapped
persons it’s rather difficult when it comes to practical
term since it is unlike the general written announce-
ment. The authentic meaning of providing an educa-
tion for the disabled also involves designing the novel
curriculum to suit the individuals’ needs and certain
types of disabilities. Therefore, an education for these
kids is regarded as the “special education” which
will then lead to opportunity and equality of those
learners who have “special need”.

Special Education for the Children with Special  Need
Special education signifies an education provided

to the children who are different from the normal kids
known as the Children with Special Needs. They in-
clude children with learning disability, autistic kids,
children who suffer different sorts of disabilities, and
those who can’t develop their learning ability due to
various causes such as mental defect, visual and
audible impairment, physical limitation, difficult move-
ment, deformed health, speaking and language-use
disability, and emotional and behavioural drawback.

In an attempt to make them successful in their
learning process so they can develop themselves
and make a very fruitful contribution to society and
country as a whole, it is necessary to initiate the new
educational programme appropriate to certain
individuals’ needs and disabilities.

According to the Ministry of Education’s report, 8.1
percent of the total Thai population, about five millions,
is, to some extent, disabled and some 100,000 or about
12.5 percent of them who are at school age receive an
education. Those educated children can be categorised
into different groups : some 70,000 attending the for-
mal school, some 10,000 going to the special school,
and some other 10,000 applying to the non-formal
education while the rest receiving an education from
private school, welfare house, hospital and at home.

Although considered the minority group of the
country, this vulnerable population receives no
appropriate education which, in fact, can help develop
themselves and upgrade their standard of living. As
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a result, they become burden of those responsible
including family, doctor, nurse, social worker, and
government and also the country as a whole. More
importantly, the country might lose its immense
chance to develop the gifted persons who can contrib-
ute the great benefit to the entire community on the
condition that they get the suitable education timely.

Different Dimensions of Special Education
Previously the management of special education

often involved with the inauguration of specialised
school for the disabled. Established in 1939 by the
American blind woman Ms. Genevieve Caulfield, the
Bangkok School for the Blind is considered the
pioneer in launching special educational programme.

Meanwhile, the government’s special educational
scheme was originated in 1951. The Ministry of
Education then set up the Special Education Division
and the Special Education School for children with
different types of disabilities. Later it was developed
into the integrated educational system and then
implemented in formal schools under the supervision
of the Ministry of Education.

Currently, special education is under the wing of
the Ministry of Education’s Office of Special Educational
Administration. Apart from the handicapped, its
responsibility also involves providing an education
for the underprivileged including the children whose
rights are violated, the abandoned, neglected, and
misbehaved kids, plus the children infected with HIV.

The entire structures of the Office of Special
Educational Administration can be categorised into
different layers including the Special Educational
Centre of certain educational district, the provincial
Special Educational Centre for the Disabled, and the
Special Educational Centre of certain educational
area. Under the supervision of the Office of Special
Educational Administration, both state-run and private
schools must provide the integrated or the separated
education for the disabled. Otherwise, the children
with disability must attend special school specialising
in certain disability.

From the overall picture, special education can be
materialised through the joint effort among several
sectors and its pattern can be diverse. However,
revolutionary special education tends to pay more
attention to those learners and better accept their
differences, thus allowing the learners to play a promi-
nent role in developing themselves and simultaneously
learn from all different sources. Consequently the
current system of special education is changed from
the separated learning system to the integrated
educational scheme under the concept of “acceptance
and making the fullest use of the diversity between
the different learners”.

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>> It’s pressing to provide the disabled with initial service and assistance since they are born or first encounter
disability. Besides, they must receive an elementary education no less than 12 years both in the general
education and the occupational scheme.

>> All handicapped must be naturally developed to the fullest efficiency through the formal, non-formal, and
free-will education which focus on the integrated learning system so they can learn with other normal students.
Besides, special education must suit individuals’ need and necessity.

>> All regulations must be adjusted to serve all kids with different disability since they are born or first encounter
disability. Service and assistance must be available both in rural and urban areas. It’s necessary to make
systematic registration to serve those crippled who need urgent help including facility, multimedia, service,
and other educational aids, according to the Ministry of Education’s regulations.

>> It’s demanding to adjust and develop curriculum to be more diverse and flexible. Testing and evaluation must be
appropriate regarding to the different types and levels of disability. In addition, learners play a major role in
learning process. They can glean more knowledge on their own through the practical session. Thus, the
handicapped of different types enable to deliver their inner messages to other people and adjust themselves
to live happily and normally in society.

>> It’s important to nominate the commission responsible for managing the special education who are under the
control of the fundamental education commission. Their duties are to corporate with other organisations and
monitor the entire administration and also recruit corporative services from other educational institutes and
hospitals to design special curriculum for special kids. Furthermore, the team must report the precise number
of the disabled and provide their parents with important information for them to better understand the
educational services. Also, there is the training course for parents and teachers who have to take care of
the disabled kids or the children who become crippled later.

>> It’s crucial to provide those schools furnished with special educational campaign with human resources and
academic help and also invite private sectors to join the programme in order to achieve the more efficient and
standard management. In the near future the educational organisation for the disabled will be promoted as
the public organisation.

>> The higher educational institutes must sufficiently produce special education teachers with high quality and
ability. Besides, special education subjects must be available in the training-course curriculum for teachers.
Also, regular teachers must be developed and armed with modern teaching techniques.

>> Particular standard criteria for special education including the system of evaluating teachers and administrators
must be initiated. It’s also necessary to invite other commissions including those related organisations, the
handicapped organisations, and parents to attend the evaluation session, too.

>> It’s imperative to promote and support private sectors to play a crucial role in planning special education project
for the disabled of different types, systems, and patterns with financial and human resource support from the
government for it to be equal to the state-run educational institutes.

>> It’s essential to have a policy for all organisations to evaluate their works, enrich their knowledge, develop
their media and enhance their proficiency.

>> It’s prerequisite to have a policy for all organisations responsible for special education and other related units
to evaluate their works, enrich their knowledge, develop their media and enhance their proficiency.

Integrated Learning...Leading to Versatile Skills
“I experienced the joyful memorable moment while

playing with all students at school and being friends
to all classmates.”

Such sentence reflects the happy reminiscence at
school of the 28-year-old Ototake Hirotada born with
the Congenital Tetra Amelia which makes him crippled
(legless and armless) at birth. But that physical limi-
tation means nothing to him and can’t prevent him from
getting an education alongside with the normal kids.

With the full support from his parents, Hirotada is
so successful in pursuing his higher education. He
graduated from Waseda University’s Faculty of Econom-
ics, one of the top five universities in Japan. But the
most important thing is that he is the disabled who well
realises his value and capability. He also sees the good
bright sides of his friends and society as a whole. He is
a sort of optimistic person. His life experience and atti-
tude towards the world is publicised and known nation-
wide. He is invited to be the lecturer at many schools.
His story is also kept alive in the book entitled “Mai Krob
Hah”, meaning having no five complete organs. Con-
tent in this book reflects one factor attributing to his
immense success, that is, his great chance to study
alongside with the normal students since his earlier life.

Theoretically, the integrated learning between the
normal and the abnormal kids yields great benefits to
both sides. In case of the normal kids, they will learn
the truth that people can be different and disability
is the ordinary thing. So they will not discriminate or
look down upon those who are mentally and physically
different from them. As for the disabled, they can
learn how to live with other people and adjust them-
selves to normal society. Most importantly, they will
have a chance to establish relationships with other
kids their age without being discriminated. As a result,
they can improve themselves efficiently at certain
developmental ages.

Although the integrated learning system can provide
great advantages to all it doesn’t mean that children with
different disabilities can attend the same integrated
programme. To achieve the maximum proficiency, those
responsible for the disabled including the children them-
selves, parents, school administrators, and professional
team must join force together to determine the right
integrated scheme for the right disability.

The integrated learning scheme of the fifth and
the sixth patterns (from table 1) is perfect for those
mental, emotional and perceptive disabilities such as
mentally retarded children, autistic kids, and children
suffered with several types of disabilities.

Meanwhile, the children with no limbs, the blind,
and the deaf can attend the full-time regular class
with the support and guidance from the specialised
teachers from time to time.

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As for the 1-4 patterns (from table 1) they are
suitable for those underprivileged like homeless kids,
children infected with HIV, and abandoned toddlers.
Normally these kids suffer the emotional and mental
problems which make them rather aggressive or de-
pressive. The full-time integrated learning programme
can help rehabilitate their emotion and mentality and
also restore their liveliness as the kids since they will
have a chance to play and interact with other students
their age. However, if the kids show sign of violence
they should be separated to study in the special class
until they can adjust themselves at certain extent. They
will be then reintroduced to the normal class under
attentive care and watchful eyes of the teachers who
can provide them with useful advice.

To achieve the desired result, those responsible
for the integrated learning campaign must work out

together to make a pattern of the Individual Education
Plan or IEP. This scheme will indicate what are the
important steps that must be taken in order to develop
and support the kids within a whole year. Then the
plan will be actualized and evaluated when the right
time comes. It will be updated to fit the developmental
stage of the children at the time.

Various organisations, schools, and school groups
are able to modify the integrated learning pattern to
be convenient with the current situation such as using
the community or family as the base for learning
procedures with the additional aid from school or im-
proving special learning system to be in the form of
network in order to support the integrated education.

At present there are many integrated schools
available in Thailand including 18 welfare study schools,
807 secondary schools, 4,221 elementary schools, and

Integrated pattern Details

1. Full-day regular class This type of class is under the responsibility of class master. Teachers and students
will receive indirect special educational services such as the training course for
regular teachers and special education teachers while the kids will get necessary
educational material and equipment.

2. Full-day regular class The full-time students are under the responsibility of class master with
with counselling service special guidance from those specialists in both the special and the normal

educational system including psychologist, and special education teacher who
provides additional courses for the kids. These professionals do not teach the
kids directly but they will help and suggest class master and regular teachers
and also provide educational facility and media to make the integrated learning
programme more successful.

3. Full-time regular class The full-time students are under the responsibility of class master but will receive
with walking teacher additional support from those walking teachers like physical therapist, speaking-
service correction teacher, special education teacher, and supplemental teacher who

occasionally provides educational aids to different schools.

4. Full-time regular class The full-time students are under the responsibility of class master and receive
with additional teaching educational course conducted by special education teacher normally available at the
service additional-learning classroom. The students will be allowed to take special course

from time to time. If students are weak at certain subjects they can take extra tutorial.
Children can hone their special skills, too. Currently, the additional teacher works
alongside and together with the regular teacher in the same classroom.

5. Special class Students of the special programme study with the normal kids in certain classes like
and regular class exercise, art, music, vocational session, and moral education under the cooperative
(or integrated class supervision of the regular and the special education teachers. This educational
at certain subjects) pattern is suitable for both primary and secondary educations.

6. Special class Full-time students study alongside with other 5-10 children with disability. The class
in formal school master teaches all subjects and the children will have a chance to attend some

activities with normal students such as singing the national anthem in the morning,
praying, eating, and visiting other places for educational purpose.

216 private schools. If counting other kind of schools
that can provide special kids with proper education it
will consist of specialised educational school suitable
for those children with severe disability who can’t study
with other normal kids. There are 43 specialised schools
currently. Besides, special educational scheme is also
implemented in 13 hospitals as part of the educational
project provided for those young chronic patients and
those mentally retarded kids. In addition, children with
disability can study at special educational centre which
consist of 13 district special educational centres and 76
provincial special educational (for the disabled) centres.
There are also particular schools open for children with
certain disability and many organisations responsible for
managing special education.

With the above-mentioned number of schools for
the disabled, it seems that educational opportunity of
the crippled is prosperous. In fact, it is only superfi-
cial. There are many things that must be taken into
more serious consideration.

Before the Dream Comes True
Although there are many attempts to enlarge the

special education centres in order to enhance more
educational opportunity for special children it doesn’t
mean all children with disability will fully receive
educational chance and equality due to the following
obstacles :

>> Parents’ problem
Although special education is rather expansive

there are still some parents who are unwilling to
expose their children to the outside world because they
might worry and embarrass or they are ignorant or
not ready. However, these aggravate the situation. It is
more difficult to help the kids with special need and
provide education for them, thus rendering the fruit-
less outcome. The most vulnerable group are those
children with mental, language-use, behavioural, and
balance disabilities. As soon as they get help and
access to the proper educational system they will have
more chance to learn more and develop themselves.

>> Governmental problem
The 1997 Thai Constitution, Section 43, indi-

cates clearly that “people have equal right to get a free
elementary education provided entirely and qualita-
tively by the government no less than 12 years”. Mean-
while, Section 55 says that “those with disability have
the right to access to public facilities and receive help
from the government, according to the law”. And Sec-
tion 80, Paragraph 2 notes that “the government must
support the elderly, the poor, the disabled, and the
underprivileged for them to have a better standard of
living and be self-reliant”. Besides, the 1999 National
Education Act, Section 10, Paragraph 2, states that

physical, mental, intellectual, emotional, social,
communicative, and learning disability, those with
physical limitations, those who are not self-reliant, and
those underprivileged it must be done to allow them
to have the right and opportunity to get elementary
education.” Nevertheless, with these clear statements,
many problems still arise when it comes to the real
practical sessions.

>> Problems arisen from a lack of professional
personnel and equipment
Special education desperately requires a team

of veteran specialists including teacher, psychologi-
cal therapist, speaking-correction therapist, musical
therapist, physician, physical therapist. But the num-
ber of these professionals in Thailand is somewhat
meagre. Worse still, only a few are available to take
care of the kids with special needs. Meanwhile, the
country has also faced the acute shortage of equip-
ment and tool instrumental in developing the learning
ability of the children. As a result, special education in
Thailand is rather ineffectual.

Chusak Chantayanondha, president of Autism
Parent Association of Thailand, said “the real crisis
involves the practical parts including school, educa-
tional institute, and educational administrators. This
also involves the sensitive issues such as attitude,
understanding, and confidence. Many schools view that
integrated educational programme is unnecessary.
Even the educational district has no future plan for this
matter. Besides, the educational administrators also
lack of profound knowledge and deep understanding
about special education.”

As for the schooling expenses, parents of the
children with special need still have to pay tutorial
cost to those state-run schools which is contradictory
to the law. Some schools charge about 5,000 baht
a month since they have to pay for those teachers
who come taking care of the special kids. As a result,
while more and more handicapped students attend
the integrated schools they eventually become the
heavy burden of schools.

The ministerial regulation issued offers only
manageable guidance but mentions nothing about the
governmental assistance. On average parents of the
disabled have to pay for the rehabilitation of their kid
approximately 50,000 baht a year.

Furthermore, although special educational centres
are available in every province the budget allocated is
spent on the construction of the centre, hence leaving
only a meagre sum for the practical session. Some
provincial centres have only six staffs and each must
be responsible for four districts with the salary about
6,300 baht. These major problems must be tackled
by the governmental sectors more seriously. More

special educations launched by other countries and
apply some of them to improve our special educational
system to be more effective and qualitative.

Special Education around the Globe
The number of the handicapped worldwide is

approximately 500 millions or about one percent of the
world population. The crippled is regarded as human
resource of certain society if receiving proper support
and encouragement. Armed with knowledge and
ability, they certainly are self-reliant, being able to
make their living and live happily. Like normal people,
they can make a very useful contribution to the
country as a whole. Education plays a vital role in
upgrading their quality of life. Each country imple-
ments different special educational schemes to suit
different types of disabilities. We should heedfully
study about their procedures so we can adjust our
special educational system.

>> England
England had targeted that the number of the

disabled who need long-term special education would
decrease by 2545. With earlier diagnosis and proper
medical treatment of the disability in a more tangible
and continual way, schools and parents can expect
higher about educational standard of the disabled.
Besides, there is the use of information technology
and communication in researching, diagnosing, and
rehabilitating disability both in the integrated and
the specialised schools. And the most important
procedures are fully encouraging the integrated
learning in school, reducing the number of those kids
who want to study at the specialised school, and
allowing specialised schools to join hand in hand
with normal schools to provide an education for the
handicapped.

>> Ireland
Previously the crippled in Ireland were treated

differently from the normal people. They had no
educational and job opportunity. Education for the
disabled was managed merely by the charity
organisations. Later the Commission on the Status
of People with Disabilities was set up and it delivered
the message to those related sectors that disability
is the social point rather than the medical one. The
content of the message emphasizes on equality,
freedom, opportunity, and participation of the disabled.
Besides, it also focuses on integrated learning scheme.
All kids have the equal right to get an education.
Schools are responsible for providing flexible learning
system suitable to certain individuals. Furthermore,
it also issues the Inclusive Education Act underlining
the cooperative effort among normal school, vocational
school, and training institute.

>> Hungary
Hungary is famous for its leading role in de-

veloping special educational campaign. Its pattern
known as Conductive Education is so unique and
popular worldwide. This concept was developed from
that fact that the government had no integrated
learning policy but fully supported the rehabilitative
programme for the disabled until they could study
alongside with everyone else. The prerequisite is that
the disabled must be able to walk and move so they
can attend the normal school. The major principle is
to stimulate those with physical limitation to control
the movement of their muscles until they can live the
normal life without the aid from movement-assistance
equipment. This way encourages the handicapped to
fully exercise their own potential to correct their physi-
cal impairment. Those teachers whose duty is to con-
duce the children must pass the four-year special
training course of the higher educational level and be
armed with a wealth of knowledge so they can satisfy
the different needs of the crippled. The learning-and-
teaching procedure relies on the granting of award
without punishment. The initial step of Hungarian
special educational system is to invite the mother of
the disabled to attend the training course in school
specialising in stimulating the kids to respond, pay
attention to environment, and exercise their attempt
to do things. As for the disabled they will be trained in
group with the simply use of two equipment, be they,
chair with no arm and bamboo table. Through playing
different kinds of games, children must practise their
movement, thus building up their confidence that they
can adjust themselves and live the normal life.

>> United States
Education for the disabled was well advanced

in 2503 as the law stipulated that teachers must be
trained for supervising the mentally retarded children
and the deaf and financial support must be given to
manage special education. Later there was the first
enactment of the rehabilitative law for the handicapped
persons in making their living and the educational law
for the disabled, too. These laws have been adjusted
from time to time on the firm ground that “all handi-
capped persons can have a perfect life and they must
be given the educational opportunity and study with
the normal kids as much as possible. They must be
tested fairly, attend the proper learning programme
and have the right to keep their grades confidential.”

The integrated learning pattern receives im-
mense feedback from students and people in the
United States. However, its pattern is different in each
state. Besides, there is a concept of full-circle inte-
grated learning system. All normal and abnormal stu-
dents receive an education in the formal classroom.
Each child with special need gets appropriate help.

All teachers are supported and assisted similarly re-
gardless of their groups. This concept is known under
the programme named Regular Education Initiative or
REI. But some children with disabilities disagree with
this concept because they view that they might not
receive proper help and needy service sufficiently.

>> Canada
School law indicates that there must be school

commission which allows the parents of the disabled
to get involved in the administration and fully partici-
pate in managing special educational campaign. There
is the cooperation between school districts when it
comes to the integrated learning programme. The
school administrators are responsible for supporting
the special education and satisfy individuals’ need. The
teachers’ tasks include designing the counselling
programme, making the teaching-and-learning pat-
tern, and evaluating the integrated learning system of
each child. More importantly, the teachers must
cooperate with parents to design and review educa-
tional programme of each kid and join force with phy-
sician to diagnose the level of disabilities and then in-
dicate their needs and hand in the medical report to
other organisations asking for further rehabilitation.

>> Australia
Currently Australia initiates the educational

management innovation for the disabled in the form
of integrated restoration project emphasizing on the
introduction of integrated curriculum which allow all
kids to share the same classroom. The school is
responsible for designing special programme for
the children with special needs and apply different
strategies such as providing special help, teaching in
group, introducing cooperative learning, stimulating
students to teach other students, and giving advice.

>> New Zealand
New Zealand pays much attention to special

education for the disabled. It focuses on educational
reform with the main objective of developing the learn-
ing ability of all children with special needs. It also
assures of its fair and equal distribution of resources
to everybody. It also guarantees that all children with
disability can attend their chosen school. In addition,
the number of teachers specialising in behaviour
and learning ability is increased. So does the financial
support for special education. What’s more, there is
the deal between the Ministry of Education and the
Labour Union to dispatch the disabled persons to
attend the occupational training course. Practical
research project aiming to find out the best way to
make the policy most effective is also conducted.

>> Japan
Most of the special education in Japan involves

the integrated learning system implemented in the for-
mal school in the form of special classroom. The gov-
ernment issues the regulations to control the capacity

of classroom for the maximum result. Currently the
number of the disabled in specialised school decreases
while that of the formal school increases. Besides,
the research reveals that the training course open for
special education teachers allows the teachers to
teach both the disabled and the normal kids who have
educational problems and need urgent help.

Beneath the philosophy and belief on human rights
saying that all children have equal right in getting an
education and educational services until they develop
their competence to the fullest, special education is
available and expansive worldwide. Nevertheless, it
doesn’t mean that educational success has happened
to the children with special needs around the globe
due to the differences of standard, responsibility and
educational access and opportunity of each country.

From table 2, it reveals that although special
education in Thailand has been modified from the
national curriculum with the IEP stipulated by the

law it seems little attention is paid to it since special
education is only the sub-part of the Constitution and
has no particular supportive law. Worse still, parents,
community, and society as a whole have to shoulder
the heavy burden to organise special education for the
disabled on their own. In other developed countries,
however, the government fully supports in providing
an education for the handicapped persons.

However, the previous attempts of the governmen-
tal sectors to design the curriculum and establish the
organisation particularly responsible for implement-
ing special education serve as the beacon of hope for
the children with special needs to certain extent.

If parents, community, and those responsible join
forces together to introduce the children with special
needs to proper special education since they are born
or first encounter disability the dream for the disabled
to receive education, develop themselves, stand on
their own feet, and live in society with their fullest
proficiency will become true more rapidly. If that
happens it brings with it not simply much pleasure to
the parents with disabled kid but also a good luck for
the underprivileged children. Most importantly, it is
considered fortunate for the country to have more
knowledgeable and capable human resources.
