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Although the growth of population, the immigra-
tion of local people from rural areas to cities, the
changed lifestyle and society including the modern
lavish way of life and the use of technologies and ma-
chineries in workplace and automobiles in transpor-
tation have certainly resulted in the ever-increasing
number of the disabled, the homeless and
abandoned kids which further aggravates their
unsolved problems it doesn’'t mean that all predica-
ments can’t be reversed. All these less fortunate
children need is merely the chance, the educational
opportunity in particular.

In the emotional world, while coming across the
handicapped and the underprivileged toddlers most
people show their sympathy on them wanting to lend
them their helping hands. But in the real world, what
these kids receive is occasional supervision and kind-
ness at times which partly eases their difficulties but
can't tackle the root of the problems. In their daily
life the children still have to encounter a wide variety
of physical and mental abuses. They are discrimi-
nated, ignored, hurt, threatened, and seduced. Inevi-
tably they become the victims of violence and sexual
harassment. Some kids even have no real identity in
the census registration since we use their physical,
mental, and social limitations as the indicator that
they are different from the normal people and can
not be self-reliant. In fact, these special kids if re-
ceiving an appropriate education timely can stand on
their very own feet, thus no longer being the burden
of their family and society as a whole. Besides, natu-
rally the children with disability are virtually blessed
with special talent, hence allowing them to create the
wonderfully unparalleled works concerning with
scientific, mathematic, and artistic matters.

Although the National Education Act says that
these special children have the right to receive an
education their educational opportunity is rather slim.
It is because little attention is paid to the enactment
of the secondary law that can make the National Edu-
cation Act more effective. Besides, the government
channels only the shoestring budget to support edu-
cation for the disabled. The real figure of those edu-
cated disabled is also unknown. Most importantly,
most schools refuse to accept those special kids to
study alongside with normal ones. As a result, their
educational opportunity is somewhat far-fetched.
Therefore, it's high time for those responsible to make
the educational policy for the disabled more tangible
and practical. Already trapped in the physical and
mental limitations, the handicapped should not en-
counter the incapacitated educational opportunity.
