Their attachment makes
them mentally grow and they eventually step over their
physical inferiority.

Although the second publishing took place 20 years
later after the first publishing the content is still suitable
for the present time. It is enjoyable to read since it also
entwines the young lovely romantic touches and the truth
that if we feel good towards someone we will be so strong
and able to overcome obstacles coming into our ways and
surprisingly conquer any uphill battles.
