They also hand down their knowledge and
experience to the youngsters who help keep their
ancestors’ wisdom alive.

Ban Tha Pu - Ban Ao Tha Len, Krabi Province
“The Community that Protects the Shore
of Krabi”
The southern community is successful in fighting

against those influential figures who excessively
exploit over the aquatic natural resources by using
the destructive fishery gears like otter trawl that can
kill the small marine creatures in the blink of an eye.
The community effectively uses the commune mecha-
nism to manage and preserve the natural environment.
With the far-sighted vision on eco-tourism manage-
ment, the community can add value to its natural
resources that remunerate huge profits back to the
community.

Khao Phra Putthabat Noi Community,
Saraburi Province
“The Conservationist of the Limestone Ecology”
This community has long been fighting to save the

forest on the limestone mountain severely threatened
by the massive rock explosion industry. The locality
uses the cultural and the natural capital to manage
and keep the ecological system balanced. As well,
it joins forces with the governmental and the local
private sectors to strengthen the community’s
economy and simultaneously to conserve the
environment.

Ar-Lor - Don Ban Community, Surin Province
“The Protector of Swamp Forest of She River”
Various ethnic groups including Thai, Laotian,

Suay, and Khmer people, under the cultural combina-
tion and accumulated knowledge, join forces together
to bring life back to their once devastated forest which
now becomes the most fertile and vast swamp forest
of the She River.

Wang Or Community, Ubon Ratchathani Province
“Turning the Firewood Burning Area into
the Tourist Forest”
The northeastern community has shifted from

the notorious firewood burning centre to be the
conservation one.
