No stranger to any obstacles, one single-minded man had
successfully stepped over the boundary of his physical limitation
until he was granted the Bachelor of Laws (Honour) from
Thammasat University and then became the country’s first blind
law lecturer.

This person has played a tremendous role in maintaining rights
of the handicapped for several decades now. His fruitful crusades
wholeheartedly dedicated to the disabled include the campaign for
employing a hand-language translator for a news program of Chan-
nel 11, helping the crippled get free education since their birth or
first encounter the impairment, according to the 1999 National Edu-
cation Act, enacting ministerial order regulating criteria and pro-
cedures about the rights of the handicapped to access to public
facilities, media, service, and other educational aids. Besides, he
also played an active role in raising fund for the education of the
disabled. Meanwhile, he encouraged the Ministry of Education to
establish the provincial special study centres across the country.

This distinguished person is Assoc. Prof. Viriya Namsiripong-
phan who presently holds the concurrent important posts in
many organisations concerning for the sake of the handicapped,
including the qualified adviser to the Prime Minister, the president
of the Advisory Committee for the Disabled, the adviser to the
deputy Minister of Education, the veteran committee in law, the
Education Council, the president of Legislative Advisory Group to
the Ministry of Education, the president of the Law Adjustment
Committee for the Disabled, and the president of the International
Foundation for the Disabled, to name a few. However, his different
roles in different positions are absolutely clear, both in terms
of mission and direction - all are to help protect rights of the
disabled and uphold their equality as the valuable members of
society, particularly their educational opportunity.

What is your viewpoint about the overall picture of the special
education in our country?

Our society disbelieves in the competence of the disabled. As
for the parents, they are rather lethargic, paying little attention to
the development of their underprivileged kids. At school, teachers
don’t allow the handicapped students to share the class with the
normal ones, thus leaving them to survive on their own. Many
schools do believe that the disabled can’t develop their proficiency
so they refuse to accept them. They are afraid the children might
become their burden. In the working world, the handicapped are
unacceptable and discriminated. As a result, most of them end up
as beggars on the street. While some take refuge in the welfare
home others become the burden of family and society permanently.

When it comes to the special education what we have to do first
is to raise public awareness of the capability of the disabled, trying
to manifest teachers, parents, and those responsible that all
children are born with natural talent. The handicapped should not
be treated differently due to their physical limitation. Even the re-
tarded children are still blessed with special ability. Our mission,
therefore, is to bring it out and enthusiastically sharpen it so the
disabled can help themselves and stand on their very own feet. If
that happens they will no longer be the onus of society. What’s
more, they can assist others too. We must look for their inner
strengths rather than their outer disadvantages and then fully de-
velop them for the benefit of the crippled and the country as a whole.
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Are there any positive, favourable changes concerning with
the well-being of the disabled since 1999 which marked
the educational year for the disabled?

At the time the special educational system had not been
developed to serve all kids, whether normal or abnormal. As
a result, the disabled students were not ready for the mainstream
education. Furthermore, we implemented no educational special
system to facilitate and support the schools. Consequently, many
schools had to shoulder the heavy burden on their own. Although
the outcome was somewhat negative we were successful at
certain degree. At least we are more aware of the right of the
disabled. Though we well realise that our society has not been ready
yet for the special education we have tried our best to present to
the public that some schools really do the good jobs to aid the less
fortunate students. The situation will be totally changed in 2004
since the special educational system will be implemented to care
for the handicapped.

Actually those disabled kids who were sent to learn with the
normal students since 1999 still pursue their education in many
conventional schools. And we need to lend our helping hands
to first upgrade those schools’ educational standards and then
assess their achievement.

In addition, we would like to see the upcoming year become
the year of raising awareness among the public of the competence
of the disabled. We also plan to do many things beneficial like
creating the unique trademark for the commodities produced by
the disabled, finding the place where they can sell their products,
and initiating the sustainable activities for the disabled to develop
their capability. Now many organisations fully support us. What
we want to do is conducting any activities that can present their
inner ability such as publicising the stories of those disabled
students who are granted the scholarships from the Office of the
Civil Service Commission or showing the outstanding works of the
crippled kids. The achievement of some disabled can tremendously
inspire others to follow their footsteps and live a hopeful life.
At present these unfortunate juveniles receive no opportunity so
they can’t positively develop themselves. Most importantly, the
handicapped themselves must first believe in their own proficiency
and be determined to hone their skills. What truly prevent us from
attaining our goal are merely the unfavourable surroundings. If we
can adjust them to suit our needs then our disability turns mean-
ingless and causes no trouble in our life. In fact our impairment is
simply a trivial inconvenience that we can overcome.

Do the Constitution and the National Education Act clearly
indicating about rights of the disabled to get equal education
provide any benefits directly to this vulnerable group?

Currently there is the Act that enacts ministerial regulation for
the practical use. The Ministry of Education is working on the policy
to assure the rights of the disabled of receiving education. It will
be put into effect soon.

We are trying to change people’s attitude that the disabled are
not capable of developing themselves. We have to maintain their
right as a person, like those normal people. In those days we paid
no attention to their right. We only thought about policies which
were initiated by the so-called giver who cared for no taker. So
we have to emphasize on our rights and start asking for them
including the right to medical rehabilitation and get education
since we were born. We also invite doctors and teachers to
partake in our scheme since they can play a dynamic role in
stimulating the child’s development.

We also introduce the making use of coupon. Those special
kids are advised to participate in the Individual Education Program
(IEP) so the parents can indicate their individual need. A coupon
worth 2,000 baht is given to the individual annually. As parents and

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teachers want to develop the kids at certain extent they can trade
the coupon for what is the most important thing for them at the
provincial service centre or the private organisations that can
provide such a service. Initially the coupon can be received at the
special educational centre or at the district. We will expand our
counter services more soon.

This is the individual expenses for the disabled concerning about
their education and the expansion of educational opportunity.
Actually this amount of money is rather meagre but the Bureau of
the Budget Financial Office said that amount of money is too huge.
If the campaign yields the fruitful result we will expand our scope
of work. At least this project helps reduce the financial burden of
the parents. It’s better than nothing. But we can ask more if our
work is successful.

Are you prepared and ready for the upcoming immense changes?
We have already produced the personnel for the special edu-

cation. Besides, the Office of the Special Education acknowledges
our curriculum and also provides the free training course. Those
teachers from the formal educational system and the special
educational system are the first group to attend the training course
because they are close to the kids. They will, in turn, receive
compensation after providing educational services to the disabled
children. After completing the 15-day training course they can later
attend the long-term session, also free of charge. Besides, we also
organize the training course for the parents so they can take good
care of their children before they go to school. The parents no longer
pin their hope only on school and teachers. We all have to help the
kids out altogether. If we prepare the readiness for the disabled
kids since they are toddlers they will develop their ability like the
normal students. So they can be sent to the integrated school when
their right time comes.

The system of integrated education is now under the supervi-
sion of the Ministry of Education. One district must be available
with one integrated school. We will launch our experimental project
in 365 pilot districts across the country and start with those schools
that are willing to take the disabled in. We will conduct the activi-
ties in schools first to prepare for the readiness of the children.
Part of the procedure to help the disabled students is to initially
raise awareness among the teachers of the kids’ competence. We
will later dispatch our team to evaluate the result. This campaign
will commence officially in 2004. But any prepared schools can
begin earlier. Professional trainers will be teamed up to help those
unarranged schools and assess their educational standard. Both
the coupon system and the educational tool will be used to assist
the children too. For example, if the kids are weak at mathematics
teacher can use the coupon indicating that they need extra tutor
on that subject. Only teachers that attended the 15-day training
course are allowed to teach the kids. They get compensation in
return according to the regulation of the coupon system. These
factors are instrumental in helping the disabled students develop
their learning ability like the normal ones. All campaigns will be
launched in 2004.

In addition, the disabled students can borrow the expensive
equipment like braille typewriter. It is imperative to provide them
with the basic necessities that can serve their initial readiness,
special needs, and accessibility to knowledge.

How the attempt to follow “the disabled who want to pursue
their education must get it” policy can be materialised?

With the aid from the Nectech, we are forging ahead to develop
our technology to assist the disabled such as creating software for
the blind that can read Thai alphabets. It will be used at the begin-
ning of 2004. This program helps the blind being able to use the
typical computer. The computer will vocally read all alphabets on

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screen so the blind can understand all words by sound. Besides,
we will also fashion the daisy vocal digital book for the blind in the
near future. It is somewhat versatile, being able to play music and
record voice as long as 10-15 hours. Besides, it is easy to use.
More importantly, it has both voice and alphabets. If connected
with screen it can function as the computer. At present its price
is still exorbitant, however. It is being developed to be like mp3
which can make their price lower. The blind university students
can borrow it because it is necessary for them.

What is your long-term scheme for the special education?
We focus on developing our personnel to serve our long-term

plan. We are working on the master degree project, in conjunction
with many universities. We have already launched our project at
Silpakorn University on last November. The master degree on
Teacher Psychology and Special Education for Autistic and LD Kids
is now open at Silpakorn University. Previously, teachers who
specialise in this field are unavailable. Some universities open
this special course but they have no connection with the special
education centres. We are trying to make universities and the cen-
tres become partners. Learning occurs at Silpakorn University but
training course, the centre. We set aside budget for all teachers
who have to take care of the autistic and LD kids so they can take
the master program. It is part of the personnel development project.
We will then join force with Chiang Mai University for the therapy
activity scheme. And we focus on the special education manage-
ment at Prince of Songkhla University. Our past drawback was that
we didn’t try to make schools to be the demonstration school but
we instead established the individual demonstration schools. So
they separate themselves from other conventional schools. But
we will not do that again. We will connect the universities with
the special education centres through the cooperative learning
system. Learning-and-studying activities should frequently take
place at the centre and schools rather than the universities be-
cause the centre has to take care of autistic kids across the prov-
ince. Teachers will also have an opportunity to hone their teaching
skills. The centre must also be equipped with necessary training
equipment so there is no need to take the autistic children to be
trained at hospital or other places. Everything will be more
systematic in the near future.

Besides, some of the disabled were also granted the scholar-
ships from the Office of the Civil Service Commission to study
abroad including two batches from the special education program
which consists of 11 students. The third batch consists of six
special students and four general persons.

We also cooperate with Japan to inaugurate the Asia Pacific
Centre Development for Disabled (APCD). The objective is to
recruit those disabled from Asia Pacific region to be trained in
Thailand, hence making our country the learning centre for the
disabled. Furthermore, we can develop our persons, too. Japan
will be responsible for developing those foreign disabled while
Thailand, Thais. We try all means and make them united so we
can assist the disabled more rapidly and efficiently.

Which department is responsible for directly supervising
the special children after the re-engineering program
of the Ministry of Education?

It must be separated into two parts : policy and service.
According to the law, there is the special education promotion
commission responsible for the policy. Ministerial order is now on
the process to be submitted to the ministers. After it comes out
the education council will overlook the policy which will be later
under the umbrella of the national policy and decentralised to the
different regions of the country. The Office of Special Education
Executive, the former education section for the disabled, is

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now under the supervision of the Special Education Promotion
Commission and will take care of the policy.

As for the service centre, there are 135 educational districts
responsible for taking care of the handicapped students for them
to get education. If the children can’t attend the integrated school
the district must send them to the special school. If the number
of the crippled kids is too huge and the number of the special
schools is insufficient the district will provide the kids with special
services so they can study at home.

Therefore, certain educational district can initiate several
projects to allow the children to get education regarding to
their special need, with the full support from provincial special
education centre. The provincial centre can provide the educational
district with coupon and help establish the network by inviting
the parents to attend the training course so they can assist their
own kids. If they are able to help other kids they will get coupon in
return. Since our centre has a few personnel we need to organise
both the short-term and the long-term training courses and
build more networks to stimulate the child’s development. While
being at the integrated school, the special students can use the
service of coupon for their special educational needs. This is the
educational system for the special kids practised worldwide.

The central service centre has only one unit : the borrowing or
the educational tool distribution system. It must be under the
supervision of the central service centre since the disabled can
get the fullest benefit and the educational media can be distrib-
uted more widely and fairly. The properties belong to the central
service centre so everybody can take turn borrowing them. But at
first the equipment might be insufficient. We are conducting our
survey to gather information about the demand. If it increases we
will set aside the budget for purchasing another set of equipment.

The central special educational centre is responsible for both
taking care of the disabled kids in Bangkok and indicating their
special needs. It also serves as the service centre and the network
of educational media distribution centre that monitors about the
media distribution and the demonstration places where the new
equipment is illustrated. The district special educational centres
in every province are separated in small groups so they can
strengthen and support each another. Totally, there are 13 district
centres that have been serving the special children for several
years. They are more prepared, both in terms of personnel and
places. They will be the training centres and the main pillars for
those neighbouring provinces. Though being divided regarding
to the different educational districts all centres share the same
ultimate mission, to support the special schools.

What would you like to see when it comes to the special
education?

I would like to see all special kids having a chance to receive
education like the normal ones. If they are not ready for the
integrated system they can be sent to study at special school or
learn at home. The kids’ benefit should come first, especially their
learning opportunity. We need to initiate the diverse systems to
suit certain individuals since we don’t know what are appropriate
or inappropriate to the children. It is about the individual relative
theory, not the macro relative theory.

It is imperative to produce qualified personnel and create
technology, too. The advance of the special education depends
directly on the improvement of these two factors. So we have to
heavily focus our works on them by initiating both the short-term
and the long-term curriculum and also sending the disabled to
study abroad.
