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Media is not only a tool in transmitting a message from
a place or time to another place and time but also plays
a part in identifying creative issues, improving or adding the
content of the message transmitted according to the intent
of the media. Media is, therefore, influential on the being and
the changes of ideas and behaviors of people and society,
at global, national and local levels.

The Thai society at present is overwhelmed with a host
of problems, ranging from the passion for materialism and
western culture and values, sexual misbehavior, degrading
morality and culture, violence use, teenage problems, to
various crimes. The media cannot deny the responsibility
as being a part in creating those problems. These days, TV,
radio, or print media are produced and transmit messages that
can destroy intellectual and inundate us with what we do not
have choices. Our children are dominated by both direct and
indirect commercials including the hidden ones, which create
and stimulate their consumption needs. The floods of
messages with the quality of media transmitted have made us
lose the analytical ability. We are insensitive to degenerations
or get lost in the unrighteousness. How can we have quality
media that can create a good society and solve existing
problems?

Today, the popular media are TV and radio, of which
owners are state agencies. However, most of them are used as
concessions to the private business agencies. They, therefore,
are focused on benefits and profits and do not take into
account the impact of the messages they produce and
disseminate. The campaign of media reform under implemen-
tation is aimed to solve the problem of media structure for the
balance among the governmental sector, the private sector and
the public, which should be the right solution.
