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Lives of monks
and novices are
those of education
to develop behavior,
idea, and emotion.
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Generally we understand that Sangha education means education of cleric in Buddhism
i.e. monks and novices who are studying in the educational system arranged by Sangha, including
Buddhist tradition, the non formal education, which is separated from that in general educational
institutions.

Actually, monkhood or Sangha is the community of learning that believes that education is the
training to develop man to change himself, in behavior, mind and emotion, from a raw individual
to a noble one.  Therefore, the goal of ordination is education.  Lives of monks and novices are those
of education to develop behavior, idea, and emotion.  Each study monks and novices undertake is the
lesson to step into being a noble person according to the Noble Path to fathom to the Noble Truth.  Each
study has aimed at reducing or eradicating greed, anger, and delusion.  At the same time, it is a lesson to
create sacrifice, goodwill, and insight because it is the life to study all these.  In the past, Thai society
believed that ordination was a learning to be an absolute human being.  Ordination tradition has
thus been born since and it can be said that ordination is Thailand’s most important citizen creation
procedure.

However, at present, the existing education of monks not only flows along the world trend and is
no longer a training to get rid of unwholesome Dhamma and create the wholesome one as before, but also
is problematic from the target, curriculum content and instruction method.  This is not different from the
failure of general educational institutions.  Education reform during the past 6 years has not focused on
this and does not understand that education of monks based on Buddhism is a splendid tool for the whole
learning reform system to revive new consciousness and quality to learners. Content and processes should
be integrated into all worldly subjects.

Educational system of monks and novices in the education reform period
is an old house with newly added parts without pulling down the deteriorating
parts.  New and old parts are so mixed up that they are problems of both system
and non-formal education.

Education in the system for monks means the one with curriculum
and systematic evaluation.  There are currently 4 systems i.e. 1) teaching of
Dhamma, 2) teaching of Pali, 3) teaching of grade school education and 4) Sangha
University.

Education of

In the 4 systems of education, teaching of Dhamma and Pali is the original educational system
organized by Thai Sangha according to convention and tradition for hundreds of years.  Grade school
education and Sangha University are the new one organized in accordance with general education
trend.

Teaching of Dhamma or “Dhamma scholar study” is the elementary education of monks and novice
since the ancient times.  The currently used pattern has been in place since King Rama VI.  The content
is divided into 3 levels i.e. 3rd grade Dhamma scholar, 2nd Dhamma scholar and 1st grade Dhamma
scholar.  Each level spends 1 year studying with an examination per year.  The curriculum is composed of
4 major subjects i.e. Dhamma issues, Dhamma, the Life of the Buddha and the Discipline.  Newly
ordained monks and novices must start from this level.

Teaching of Pali is the study of the Buddha’s sayings, or generally called “Pali study”.  However, as
Phra Pali is in Magadha language, the study must start with studying the language first to understand the
meaning of the Buddha’s sayings.  The real aim is to access the Dhamma core and correctly observe it.

Nevertheless, right now, it is incorrectly understood that Pali study is to study Magadha language in
linguistic sense to principally translate it.  The classes are classified into 9 grades called “prayok”.  Each
takes 1 year.  The 1st and the 2nd grades take 2 years with 1 exam while the 3rd to the 9th grade take
1 year each with 1 exam per year.  Those who pass each exam grade will be called Parinnu Dhamma.
Those who pass the 3rd grade can use the term “Phra Maha” in front.

Grade school education is the new one originated in 1971.  It was emerged because educational
values of people changed.  A lot of new academic and technology occurred.  The Sangha organized this so
that monks and novices can study general subjects according to the criteria of the Ministry of Education.
The curriculum mixes Dhamma scholar and Pali study with various subjects in the secondary level of the
Ministry of Education.  The classification is according to general school criteria i.e. 3 years of lower
secondary and 3 years of higher secondary.  After completing the study, they are equal to finishing higher
secondary level.

The learning system of grade school education is similar to the study of general secondary
students.  The difference is in the subjects of Dhamma Discipline, Pali, and Sangha duties to suit monks
and novices.

The Sangha University started in King Rama V when there was the first education reform in
Thailand in 1889.  Mahathat College was established a high-level educational institution of Mahanikaya
Sect Sangha.  Almost at the same time, Dhammayutika Sect also established Mahamakut Rajavitthayalai.
The name of Mahathat College was later changed to Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya.

Both Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya and Mahamakut Rajavitthayalai are generally called
“Sangha University” because they provide bachelor degree education.  Those who finish from Mahamakut
Rajavitthayalai will receive Religious Studies Degree while those graduating from Mahachulalongkorn-
rajavidyalaya will receive Buddhism Degree.  At first, the study took about 7-8 years because they had to

study general subjects, which are basic to bachelor degree level.  Mahamakut Rajavitthayalai had to
organize preliminary study and pre-religious study for monks and novices who wanted to study in
Religious Study Degree while Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya must provide Pali training and Pali
preparation studies for those who wanted to study in Buddhism Study Degree.  Later, with the general
education for monks and novices provided and the 5th grade Parinnu Dhamma certified as equivalent to
higher secondary level, monks and novices who pass such education can enter into the 4-year bachelor
degree of both Sangha Universities without passing lower than bachelor degree as before.

As the study in Sangha University is an imitation of general universities, the pattern also follows
suit.  For example, there are major subjects.  Sangha University also organizes Commencement
Ceremony like other general universities.

In fact, Sangha education according to original meaning cannot be definite system because all
monks and novices who cannot get enlightened to the Noble Truth to be Arahant (Holy One) are
students.  Only the Arahant is the graduate.  With such a belief, life-long education of Sangha, according
to the original tradition, still exists under the name of “meditation study.”

Meditation study is the informal education, without enforcement and definite curriculum but this
kind of education is prevalent among monks with teachers as centers.  Whenever any monk can teacher
his students to make any progress in Dhamma practice and insight Dhamma, students will follow just like
Phra Acharn Mun, Phra Acharn Cha, Phra Acharn Buddhadasa.  Temples or residents of these monks
become centers of learning without the establishment of any organization.  At present, these learning
centers are throughout Thailand.  They are not limited to the study of monks and novices but for laymen
and general public.  Each place will have different patterns and methods but the same learning target.
They focus on self training to create virtue.  This kind of study has a high impact on community and

individual development, especially among monks.  The non-system learning
network has a high driving force for society, like Suan Mokh, Phra Dhammakaya,
Santi Asoke, etc.

We should mutually understand that all of us are each other’s surrounding.
Knowing good or bad and doing good or bad will have effect.  Training and study
are not private but mutual public problem.  The search for the Fully Enlightened
of Buddha-to-be is the overall good that creates benefits to a lot of people.
Understanding educational problem of Sangha to lead to solution is our mutual
necessity.

Educational problem of Sangha may be problematic in those outside the circle while the Sangha
does not see this as a problem.  The objective of pointing out the problem is not to show who is right or
wrong.  It is to let society learn together that Sangha education is a blessing that cannot be separated from
national culture and education.

Educational problem of Sangha can be said to exist at principle and methodology levels.  The
principle level is the basic problem of the meaning and target of education.  This is because educational
changes and external society, including individual values have changed the target of ordination to the
movement of personal status and windfall search.  When the meaning and educational target of Sangha
has changed, so has the content and educational method.

Sangha education which is 4 patterns of education in the system is thus problematic, not
excluding the studies of Dhamma scholar and Pali, which are the direct studies of Buddhism core.
The grade school education and Sangha University are becoming more distant from the meaning and
target of education according to Buddhism principles.

Therefore, the problem encountered by Thai Sangha at present is the management of
education to be meaningful and reach the target according to Buddhism principle.  In the

midst of degrading changes of Thai society under the trend of globalization and money
power, to make educational life of monks right is ideal and tangible example to general
public, as well as making Buddhism a preliminary study inseparable from layman life

can respond to major problems of a society.  “Temples” are learning centers that have
expanded to the level that Buddhist society can be life-long learning one.
This is a major problem to be handled by not only the Sangha but also the whole system of

education reform.
If principle problem cannot be solved, methodology problems are multifarious.

As earlier mentioned, education of Sangha is an imitation of the worldly one, according to
the popularity of modern society, without appropriate development of educational methods.  Sangha
education reform thus starts from sorting out which one is principle and which one is methodology.

Sangha education is the activity based on principles with definite meaning and target of
education, together with the framework as directions.  Sangha education reform should review the
following major issues :

� Sangha education principle means self training in behavior, idea, and emotion.  Such
an education is aimed at removing the unwholesome i.e. greed, anger and delusion together with
the culture of the wholesome i.e. generosity, friendship, and insight.  This is the educational principle
of Sangha generally known as Threefold Training i.e. training in higher morality, mentality, and
wisdom.

� Method or pattern to make education meaningful is self training to achieve the result.  It is the
removing of the unwholesome and culturing the wholesome.  Buddhism has put the framework as models.
Learning process must consist of meticulous contemplation (the Scriptures), training to control body, words
and mind to be faithful (Dhamma practice) and insight.  The three of them are learning processes that must
be integrated as one.  This educational process is the pattern that Buddhist monks have continuously
practiced for a long time.  Any society that still has this kind of learning, Buddhism will still prosper.

The fact that Thai society should acknowledge together is that at present 300,000 Thai monks and
novices are studying in Sangha educational system.  From the statistics of students in general department
of Scripture School and those in Sangha University, it is found that 97% are from poor agricultural
families in the country.  What is interesting is that a lot of children of farmers and the less privileged want
to get educational service from the state or cannot get access to state educational system.  Why urban
people with good economic status do not like their children to get ordained in Sangha educational system
though the system is open to people from all walks of life.

Sangha education reform should take into account this fact.  We should also consider how to
reform Sangha education to keep the Threefold Training sacred.  At the same time, student should
have a chance to learn of modern subjects.  For example, using parallel system in Sangha educational
management by simultaneously providing both Buddhism and welfare studies.

The above proposal should specify clear target and direction based on the following principles :
1) modern study based on Buddhism, 2) the imparting of knowledge for general benefit, 3) alternative
system.

The 1st principle is to manage education in various subjects according to the popularity under the
Buddhism principle e.g. Buddhist economics, Buddhist political science, etc.

The 2nd principle is to make education a sharing one called “knowledge
for general benefits.”  Modern education of Sangha must not be commercial for
profits.  It should not transform knowledge into personal intelligence property to
gain more benefits from others.  Sangha education system should provide
knowledge as charity and make knowledge public society.

The 3rd principle is to make Sangha education an alternative for Thai
society that has educational monopoly by capitalism and uses market mechanism
to control education.  Sangha education in this respect, therefore, must be a new
alternative to Thai society, with different content and learning process from the
mainstream education.  It should also be an alternative for those inquisitive or

less privileged that cannot reach the education services provided by the state and private business.
Education reform in this respect must make Sangha education stop their progress according to the

mainstream.  This is because the mainstream education is to satisfy materialism and consumerism world,
which is in conflict with and contrary to Buddhist education.  Welfare education, if possible, should be
open to layman without being ordained like the two Sangha Universities that allow laymen to study at the
graduate level.

The studies of Dhamma and Pali should be reformed to be a complete study of Buddhism in both
principle and methodology.  That is to make it a complete learning process to create Buddhist community
and individual with the values against greed, anger and delusion and create generous and friendly life
style.  People must be able to live up to all realities.  The education in this respect should not have definite
system and pattern.  Sangha or those who have duties in education are only directors to have this kind of
educational area spreading out in all parts of society.  Therefore, Dhamma and Pali studies should be
integrated to be favorable to Sangha education out of the existing system, so that they are complimentary.
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Concurrently, the public sector
must have a vision that
it is time to make a major
change of Sangha education.
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Even though the National Education Act does not give prime concern to educational management
of religious institutions, apart from mentioning in Section 18 (3) that religious institutions can provide
education as learning centers and Section 52 (2) that religious institutions can mobilize resources for
education.  However, important issues of these problems are on Sangha organization that manages Sangha
community and education now.  It is composed of historic complexity of Sangha organization.  It lacks
independence from the state authority and is equipped with hierarchical management system like the
bureaucratic system.

Nevertheless, Sangha educational management and expectation towards religious reform are those
that must create change from the inside.  This means that Sangha must be a major driving force.  It should
use the opportunity of reform streams implemented at present.  Concurrently, the public sector must
have a vision that it is time to make a major change of Sangha education.  Even though this support may
mean rising state budget.  In order to make Sangha education free from state interference, the support
should be in the form of fund for education.  It may be accumulated until it is sufficient or Sangha
can seek benefits for this.  It should also include the support to special education organized by Sangha
institutions for public services.  Temples can become community learning centers again through
mutual management of Sangha, monks, temple committee and people’s faith.  This is because temples
have become public property that provides virtue service to local communities and wisdom leader
as before.

The period of swift changes is challenging the sustenance of things.  This challenge is threatening
the being of institutions that cannot adjust themselves, unable to search for alternatives and creatively
respond to challenges in a developing manner.  This is the proof of immortal truth of Buddhism according
to the Threefold Training and the Four Noble Truths.
