He came back this
time with the transfer of stories to his
fellow teachers in the form of 10 letters
that provides thinking tips and suggests
directions to develop teacher’s capabil-
ity in various forms, with a focus on
their roles, so that they can learn while
teaching.

He chose the stories that have been
widely mentioned and those close to
teachers e.g. advice on the first-day
teaching, the one that every teacher
must face, including many other knowl-
edge, all of which can deeply penetrate
into teacher spirit. Teachers as Cultural
Workers is regarded a manual that can
directly transfer the being of teachers
as cultural workers to the core.
