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The crisis of rising oil prices in
2005 is the reality that has affected
all sectors of Thai society, influencing
Thais' living, loading more burdens
onto all of us. The Energy Policy and
Planning Office, Ministry of Energy,
has concluded the burden of life from
energy consumption value all Thais
carried from January to December
2005 to be as high as 1,227,785
million baht, up by 19 % or equivalent
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to 196,063 million baht. The value
of finished oil product consumption,
in particular, rose by 24 % or equal to
147,191 million baht while power
consumption value increased 26,811
million baht. Per-barrel Imported
price of finished products was up by
44.9 %. The oil crisis we're facing is,
thus, a real heavy burden we, all
Thais, can't deny or avoid.

The soaring world oil prices,
which extensively affect the human
race, are telling all Thais the truth.
We, therefore, should acknowledge
and change our attitude, under-
standing and behavior of energy
consumption. Finding a solution is
an obligation we must mutually
contribute to, in order to answer
this critical question amid these
changes. "Power The Thought”
as a medium to put forward ideas
or opinions as an alternative to solve
social problems, is necessitated to
change. Starting from this volume,
"Power The Thought” will present
additional content of emerging
energy crisis to play a role in jointly
solving the problem and finding
solutions.
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
