Knowledge earned there is not the one that can answer or create
direction to clarify all that life has offered. To create potential in living one’s life,
we still have to learn so many things from other learning resources around us.
A museum is another learning source that not only instills in us the history
and culture heritages but also links people in society to change and adjust
themselves as the ones with roots and racial uniqueness of their own.

A museum is not a place to collect and systematize antiques as we may
superficially see and understand. It is a learning resource that can stimulate
our quest for knowledge, creativity and new initiatives in developing diversified
fields of knowledge. A museum is a thus significant source of power

in changing the existing society into a learning one.
