Khru Niyom Bumrung-saena
Thai wisdom teacher, fine art (Nora-Talung performance)

Khru Niyom has been transferred the knowledge of
Nora-Talung performance from his ancestors since his childhood.
When growing up, he studied more from many famous Nora
teachers until he has become an expert in conserving, creating
and developing Nora-Talung performance. When serving as
a public teacher, he trained Nora to students and the public
during his 21-year service. As he sees that Nora and Talung,
Southern unigueness, have faded with times, he is a pioneer
in setting up Nora and Talung performance group in Na Cha-am
Subdistrict, Mueang District of Chumphon Province. Khru Niyom
taught the correct basic dance postures according to the original
precedence and trained the Nora group by himself. He is
accepted by communities both inside and outside the province.
He has then introduced the idea to the public. He also set up
the study and dissemination center of Nora art performance
or the first local wisdom learning center in the upper south.

He also designed Nora instruction curriculum to schools,
invented new dance postures as local dances and applied for
publicity until they are popular among the new generation.

Mr. Kaenfa Saenmueang
Thai wisdom teacher, agriculture (toxic-free agriculture)
Khru Kaenfa was born and grew up in a rural farmer family.
He lived in rice fields and mountainous forest; however, as the one
with resolution, he was offered a scholarship to study in the USA
in the Faculty of Electrical Engineering. He also worked in
a refugee camp. A variety of experiences has been a foundation
that makes him want to help the less privileged in the society
so that they can live their lives equally and independently with
prestige.

Mrs. Suntaree Khanatnit
Thai wisdom teacher, industry and handicraft
(Teen Jok cloth weaving)
Khru Suntaree has been transferred the knowledge of cloth

weaving and dyeing since her childhood from her mother,
a well-known expert in cloth weaving in Hat Sieo Subdistrict of
Sukhothai Province. Khru Suntaree usually put her cloths on
display and sale in fairs. When asked about designs and
background of Hat Sieo cloths, she had to study their history
and weaving methods, especially the weaving of Teen Jok cloth,
the exquisitely beautiful cloth. She started to learn how to weave
Teen Jok cloths from the living elderly in the village and can
conserve almost extinct ancient designs. She has become an
expert in weaving Teen Jok cloths, which are beautiful and delicate
in designs and colors. In addition, she has created and developed
new designs with beauty and originality, able to create fame to
her province under the name . She has
also continuously transferred the cloth weaving knowledge to
interested people. At present, the cloth weaving center is
located in

, which is also an OTOP distribution center, focusing on
the group from Si Satchanalai District. This can create jobs and
regular income for local communities.

Mr. Sorapong Buaroi
Thai wisdom teacher, natural resource and environment
management

Khru Sorapong was born in a farmer family of Tha Yang
District, Phetchaburi Province. He was interested to study about
wisdom since his childhood, starting from wisdom in using aquatic
animal catching utensils and wisdom in fixing daily life problems
of people in the family and villagers. As a public servant, he had
a chance to learn of local wisdom from villagers even more.
As he is always interested in learning new things, he further
studied villagers’ wisdom by using research process in developing
villagers’ knowledge and wisdom to be more standardized to use
them for local development. Khru Sorapong is knowledgeable
about diversified natural resource and environment management,
especially the finding of building breakers by using local wisdom.
He applies the stake pitching to lure fish as a concept in making
breakers. He initiated using auto tires as breakers to preserve
mangrove forest. Land thus grows and extends into the sea,
successfully creating richness to the coast. He is a sample
of preserving mangrove forest with the remaining materials
in the local area.
