Mrs. Monrat Saraphap
Thai wisdom teacher, nutrition
-----> Mrs. Monrat Saraphap was born on September 24,
1959 in Kanchanaburi Province.  She was the first one who
researched corn milk in Thailand and has developed
agricultural produce to have added economic value based
on the concept of developing food value for health.
She used local cereals to apply with food e.g. Krayasart
(rice, bean, sesame and sugar cooked into a sticky paste)
mixed with cereals and coated with vegetable juice, crispy
baked jackfruit, crispy baked banana, and sweet rice
in bamboo mixed with cereals, mung bean, sesame
and corn.  This has been developed from original wisdom,
of which food standard is certified by the Food and Drug
Administration.  It can create jobs and income to local
people.  Sweet rice in bamboo mixed with cereals is
introduced as snack for Thai Airways passengers.
