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Twin can be categorized into three groups.

Identical twins are born from one egg and one sperm

and then divided into two embryos. The infants will have

the same gender and share the similar genes. Fraternal

Twins are the common case. Of the three types of

twins, fraternal twins can be found almost 80%.

Fraternal twins are the fertilization of two sperms and

two eggs. The infants will have the same or different

gender. Although they are not identical they also share

some similarities. Conjoined twins are the special case

since some abnormalities happens during the division of

embryo, leading to an incomplete division. As a result,

the two babies have conjoined body. This case is also

known as Siamese twins. The name is derived from

the famous twins of Thailand, In-Chan.
