...To pay respect to H.M. the King and to mark his 72nd

Anniversary, the Green Globe Award is initiated in 1999

after the Reforestation Project in honor of H.M. the King

launched by PTT with the joint effort from many qualified

persons in the different fields including NGOs, conserva-

tionists, scholars, writers, and media. The main purpose

of this scheme is to encourage and honor these people

and organizations and also publicize their conservation

works serving as the praiseworthy exemplars and the

ideal models applicable to our daily life although we live

in the different regions, cultures, and ecology. This award

serves as the catalyst stimulating people to create

conservative campaigns and simultaneously establish

strong networks in a more sustainable way.

...To achieve such missions, the award is granted to

those in the conservative arena annually in an attempt

to honor and admire individuals, communities, youth

groups, writers, and media who have sacrificed

themselves to creating and preserving nature, forest,

and water. Their works must be outstanding, tangible,

and able to serve as the public paradigm. So far, the

awards have been bestowed to 201 awardees. Among

them there is the special award titled “Five Years of

Sustainability Award” initiated in 2005 in a bid to give

morale support to those communities once received
the “Green Globe Award” for five consecutive years

and still continue their conservation works assiduously

and endlessly. Besides, they have also invented novel

innovations to enrich more knowledge suitable for

the present time.

...This special accolade is later changed its name to

“Sipanont Ketutad, Five Years of Sustainability Award”
in 2006 to commemorate the departure of

Prof. Dr. Sipanont Ketutad who originates

the “Green Globe Award”.

...The Ninth Green Globe Award has taken H.M.

the King’s royal initiatives on sustainability as the main

theme of competition known as “A Sufficient Path of

Sharing and Bonding Among People, Water, and Forest”.

So far, 611 entries have been sent to PTT, including

176 works from communities, 89 works from individuals,

58 works from youths, 119 writings, 159 essays, and

10 works from media, but excluding nine community’s

works that meet the criteria of “Sipanont Ketutad,

Five Years of Sustainability Award”.

...Among these entrants, 48 works are awarded including

12 communities, eight individuals, seven youth groups,

six writings, 11 essays, two media, and two “Sipanont

Ketutad, Five Years of Sustainability Award”.
