Due to a poor
financial situation of his family, his formal education was
limited at Grade 4. After having left the school, he helped
parents work in the farm to earn a living before completely
becoming a farmer himself. Describing his childhood when
he developed a strong bond to agriculture, he said that
“| was raised up by a farmer family and gradually filled with
this kind of life since | was young. When | grew up, | then
decided to take it as my main profession. | started from
mono culture farming by planting sugarcane and tapioca.
Unfortunately, plummeting price of sugarcane turned my
life up side down. From a financially healthy life, | was left
with nothing.”

Though a trade that Sombat mastered made him
become impecunious, he has never been dismayed.
On the contrary, he got a grip on himself and started over
again by following a self-reliance approach. He collected
vegetable tops and did every kinds of honest work to earn
income for a living. Once having saved up a sum of money,
he started farming again on an empty land of his wife who
has always been with him in the face of adversity.

As a result of following the royal path of His Majesty
the King according to the New Theory Farming, his 17-rai
area of land of Khru (Teacher) Sombat is rich with
a multitude of plants, for instance, mango, coconut, rice,
etc. He also has a fish pond and a chicken farm. His proud
voice shows when saying “I work on a farm based on
a self-reliance approach with an emphasis on sufficient
production of produce to support family as the first priority.
Any excess left from the consumption will be sold later.”

Apart from life recovery by “New Theory’, the life of
Teacher is already fulfilled with the missing education as
he already completed secondary school program from
Department of Non-formal Education. Although he is now
over 64 years old, he always realizes that “knowledge
is everywhere” and “no one is too old for education”.

He is a person who never stops pursuing new knowledge
to create and develop himself which always leads to
community development i.e. an initiator of drip irrigation
and sprinkler system to reduce labor cost, expense and
help plants receive consistent amount of water as well as
knowledge promotion to the community. He also set up

an enterprise for the community to campaign on decreasing
chemicals and turn to organic substance which is a natural
approach. Furthermore, he dedicates himself as a volunteer
soil doctor to offer advice on plant and soil for villagers.

At the same time, he opens his house as a learning center
for sub-district to disseminate new theory farming to

the community and general public with a hope to pave

way for this theory of sufficiency to grow in the future.

Despite interminable dynamics of time and various
organizations’ substantial admiration for him as
an outstanding farmer, scholar, good man of Chol City,
exemplary farmer and others, he still sees himself as
an ordinary scholar who is dedicated to following
the footstep of His Majesty with moderation. He ended
with tips for other farmers who follow the New Theory that
“For those who want to apply New Theory Farming and
learn to consume and use with sufficiency, | can guarantee
that you will never be poor. Those who do not have land,
do not be discouraged. Look around for any land you can
leave it in its natural state, that land is where you can make
a living. Most importantly, household accounting can't be
overlooked. You must do it. Because you can discover
the real cost you spend so that you can manage cost
of living in an appropriate manner.”
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
